On Friday, October 13, 1775, meeting in Philadelphia, the Continental Congress

voted to fit out two sailing vessels, armed with ten carriage guns, as well as swivel

guns, and manned by crews of eighty, and to send them out on a cruise of three
months to intercept tfransports carrying munitions and stores to the British army in
America. This was the original legislation out of which the Continental Navy grew and
as such constitutes the birth certificate of the Navy.

USS MICHAEL MURPHY COMMISSIONED
October 6 th, 2012

On October 6, 2012, a new Destroyer was commissioned in New York. The USS
Michael Murphy was named as a tribute to Lt.
Michael P. Murphy from Patchogue, Long Island,
New York. The US Navy's newest warship, the USS
Michael Murphy, is a 510-foot destroyer, and was
commissioned in New York City for this Long Island
native and Navy Lieutenant who was killed in
Afghanistan in 2005.

Medal of Honor Citation

For conspicuous gallantry and infrepidity at the risk of his life above and beyond the
call of duty as the leader of a special reconnaissance element with Naval Special
Warfare Task Unit Afghanistan on 27 and 28 June 2005. While leading a mission to
locate a high-level anti-coalition militia leader, Lieutenant Murphy demonstrated
extraordinary heroism in the face of grave danger in the vicinity of Asadabad, Konar
Province, Afghanistan. On 28 June 2005, operating in an extremely rugged enemy-
controlled areq, Lieutenant Murphy’s feam was discovered by anti-coalition militia
sympathizers, who revealed their position to Taliban fighters. As a result, between 30
and 40 enemy fighters besieged his four-member team. Demonstrating exceptional
resolve, Lieutenant Murphy valiantly led his men in engaging the large enemy force.
The ensuing fierce firefight resulted in numerous enemy casualties, as well as the
wounding of all four members of the team. Ignoring his own wounds and
demonstrating exceptional composure, Lieutenant Murphy continued to lead and
encourage his men. When the primary communicator fell mortally wounded,
Lieutenant Murphy repeatedly attempted to call for assistance for his beleaguered
teammates. Realizing the impossibility of communicating in the extreme terrain, and in
the face of almost certain death, he fought his way into open terrain to gain a better
position to tfransmit a call. This deliberate, heroic act deprived him of cover, exposing
him to direct enemy fire. Finally achieving contact with his Headquarters, Lieutenant
Murphy maintained his exposed position while he provided his location and requested
immediate support for his team. In his final act of bravery, he continued to engage the
enemy until he was mortally wounded, gallantly giving his life for his country and for
the cause of freedom. By his selfless leadership, courageous actions, and extraordinary
devotion to duty, Lieutenant Murphy reflected great credit upon himself and upheld
the highest traditions of the United States Naval Service.

VETERAN STATUS ON
DRIVER'S LICENSES AND
NON-DRIVER IDS

Governor Andrew M.

Cuomo recently signed

R legislation allowing the state
Department of Motor Vehicles (DMV) to
place a distinguishing mark on a driver's
license, or non-driver ID, to indicate its
holder is a veteran. Under this law, a
veteran of the United States Armed
Forces may request to have this veteran
status mark from the DMV.

Many local businesses across the
state currently provide discounts to
veterans. This law will make it more
simple and convenient for veterans to
show and verify to a business their status
as veterans on a driver's license or non-
driver ID without having to carry
multiple forms of identification. In order
to obtain this status from the DMV,
applicants will have to submit proof that
they were honorably discharged from
the armed forces. Mr. Bill Linder of
Copiague, Lt. Commander, U.S. Navy
(retired) first suggested the idea and it
was sponsored by New York State
Senator Greg Ball and New York State
Assemblyman Robert Sweeney.

GI BILL UPDATE

The new 2012-2013 Montgomery G.I.
Bill (MGIB Chap 30) rates have been
updated to reflect the annual rate of
inflation. Each year in October, the
Montgomery Gl Bill payment rates
increase to meet the growing cost of
education. Effective October 2012, the
Montgomery Gl Bill full-time payment
rate will increase to $1,564 for the 2013
fiscal year. Last year (2011), the full-time
payment was $1,473. Eligible veterans
and service members could receive
more than $56,000 in total benefits over
36 months!

VA FEE-BASIS CARE

Fee-basis care may be authorized to treat service-connected disabilities when VA has
determined that available VA facilities do not have the necessary services required for
treatment; the veteran is not able to access VA health care facilities based on geographic
constraints or due to medical emergencies; or when it is economically advantageous to
provide treatment using fee basis. These determinations are left to local management
because they are in the position to best apply these considerations. All fee requests are
reviewed individually to determine the entitlement of veterans in accordance with established
Veterans Health Administration guidelines and to determine clinical urgency. You may be
eligible for a fee basis ID card if: - You have a service connected disability;

- You will need medical services for an extended period of time; or

- There are no VA health care facilities in your area.
